CalFresh Food Benefits

CalFresh food benefits are available to individuals and families who have been impacted by COVID-19. CalFresh provides
monthly food benefits based on household income and expenses at the time of application. Even if temporary, individuals
and families who have experienced a change in their circumstances may apply for CalFresh through one of California’s 58
counties. Californian’s can visit GetCalFresh.org to apply or call 1-877-847-3663 (FOOD) to be connected to their local
county social service office.

As part of the CalFresh COVID-19 response, we have enacted several measures to ensure individuals and families are able to
continue meeting their nutritional needs: additional food benefits, administrative flexibilities, and emergency food support.

State-funded food boxes are being provided to feed more than 900,000 families statewide in April and May and are available
for pickup at any of CDSS’ contracted food bank partners.

Federally Funded Emergency Food - California’s Emergency Food Assistance Program (TEFAP) providers will receive
additional federal funding to support operations, including an immediate $12M in additional administrative support funding
and $36M in additional food support by July. Additional federal TEFAP funding is provided through the CARES Act and
estimated to total ~$54M for California’s food banks.
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
